BEFORE YOU COME TO CAMP 

The following information is very important and should be read carefully and completely by you and your parents.  If you have any questions, please contact our office immediately at 814-922-3834.  (Office hours:  Monday through Friday, 9 am-3pm). If this is not convenient, please call and leave a message on our machine or send an email to judson@campjudson.com.  

WHAT TO BRING TO CAMP

Bedding:  Pillow and pillowcase with sleeping bag and one blanket (or 2 sheets and at least 2 blankets)

Clothing:  Underwear and socks for the camping period, jeans, sportswear, sweatshirt, or jacket, warm nightclothes,

rainwear, modest  1-pieced bathing suit, two pair of shoes, towels and wash cloth, soap, comb and brush, tooth-paste and brush, hard soled shoes and long pants for horseback riding.  Accessories:  Flashlight, camera, film, stationery, pen, or pencil.

For study:  Bible, notebook, pen, or pencil.

Trailblazer and Day Camp campers will also have a separate list for what they need while camping in our woods.

WHAT NOT TO BRING

DO NOT BRING UNACCEPTABLE CLOTHING  “Revealing or suggestive” clothing, such as halter tops, bare midriffs, short shorts, spandex shorts, bikini or brief bathing suits, T-shirts, or sweatshirts with obscene, suggestive, vulgar language, or actions printed on them. 

DO NOT BRING: iPOD’s, MP3 players, CD’s, laptops, audio/video equipment, electronic games, or cell phones.
WHEN YOU COME TO CAMP

REGISTRATION:  Registration is  3:00 - 5:00PM both Sundays and Wednesdays.  Campers should not be dropped off early as there will not be anyone to supervise them. Campers with balance due must go to the office in the basement of the Lodge.  All other campers please go to the Dining Hall.  If your part of the camp fee is paid and the church payment is due, you can go to the dining hall.  All campers must go through registration, health screening, head check and leave money in Camp Store, with a parent or another adult before going to his/her cabin.  Since the camp furnishes snacks, we ask that you do not send food.
FINAL PAYMENT OF CAMP:  Your portion of the camper fee should be paid before arrival at camp if at all possible.  This eliminates standing in a long line.  Some churches have made arrangements to pay the remainder at the end of the camping season.  Please check with your church to see if they have made this arrangement.  A payment schedule can be set up if you have need for one.  We would like to have your camper come regardless of a money problem. 

CAMP STORE MONEY will be received at the camp store during registration.  Your camper deposits money for purchases at scheduled store times throughout the week.  Campers should not have any cash on his/her person or in his/her cabin.  Campers wishing to purchase sweatshirts, T-shirts, etc. should do so when the camper arrives or departs camp. 
CHECK OUT TIME: all camps will be 10:00 a.m. on the closing day of their camp (including Mini Camps).  Parents should park at the lodge or dining hall parking lots and go to the cabin to which their child was assigned for the week.  Campers will not be released to individuals other than parents without written permission that is signed by a parent.  Your child’s counselor has a form to “sign out” campers when the parents or those you have asked to pick up your child, come at pick up time.

CANCELLATION:  If you find that your child is unable to attend, notify Judson two weeks before start of the camping period.  All paid fees will be returned less the $40.00 ($20.00, Mini Camp) cancellation fee.  There will be no refunds after the two-week limit except for medical reasons.

THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW
MAILING ADDRESS:  Send all mail addressed to your camper c/o Camp Judson, 398 Holliday Rd. North Springfield, PA  16430, or you can email your child through our email at judson@campjudson.com.  Please include camper’s name & cabin in the subject line.  Parents should write to their camper as early in the week as possible.  You can drop off mail for the week at the camp office.  It will be distributed as you designate on the outside of the envelope.  Distressing news or family problems should be omitted from these letters.  Due to the amount of emails received daily please only one e-mail per camper per day. Mail is delivered to campers during their store time, which is usually in the evening. 

TELEPHONE:  If necessary you may call the camp at (814-922-3834).  Our regular office hours are 9:00 am until 3:00 pm, Monday through Friday.  At other times our answering machine is on and checked frequently.  An emergency number is provided if you need to get in contact with someone.  The camp’s policy is that campers do not call home unless there is an extreme emergency approved by the Managing Director or Program Assistant.

PARENT VISITS:  We ask that you not visit your camper during their week of camp unless it is an emergency.  If you need to do this, please contact the camp office and our Program Assistant to make the necessary arrangements before you come.  

LOST AND FOUND:  All lost and found articles become the property of the camp after Labor Day.  They are then donated to the Salvation Army or City Mission; however, they can be set aside and may be picked up at camp.
